CONSTITUTION AND BYLAWS

ARTICLE I

Section 1. NAME
A. The name of the club shall be “Cross Flags Corvette Club, Inc”.

Section II. PURPOSE


The purpose of the Cross Flags Corvette Club shall be to:


1. Develop friendship and pride among Corvette owners and drivers.

2. Promote and actively support local charities as chosen by club members.

ARTICLE II

Section I. MEMBERSHIP

Membership in the Cross flags Corvette Club shall be determined by the following:

1. Regular Member:

a. Anyone who currently owns a Corvette(s) and age of 21 year of age.

2. Supporting Member:

a. The spouse or significant other of a Regular Member.

3. Associate Member

           a.    Any person that is a corvette enthusiast and age of 21 year of age or older. (Associate members do not have voting rights).
Section II.  Dues

Dues will be set annually by the executive board and payable by February meeting.

ARTICLE  III

Section I.  ORGANIZATION OF GOVERNMENT
a. Laws

1. The laws of the organization shall consist of this Constitution and Bylaws and any amendment(s) thereof.

2. There shall be no proxy votes accepted.  

Section II.  OFFICERS

The elected officers of the Cross Flags Corvette Club shall consist of the following:

1. President / Treasurer

2. Vice President / Treasurer

3. Secretary

4. Board of Directors (4)

 Section III.  ELECTION OF OFFICERS
1. Nominations for officers will be taken at the November meeting. 

2. All officers shall serve for a term of two (2) years or until their successor is installed.

3. All officers shall be elected by a majority vote of the membership present at the November meeting and the results announced before the end of the meeting.

4. All new officers will assume their duties as of January 1st. 

Section IV.   VOTING


1. All voting shall be at a regularly scheduled meeting or a legally called special meeting with due notice given to the membership.

2. Proxy votes will not be accepted.

3. Only eligible Cross Flags Club members may vote.

4. All voting for officers will be by secret ballot only.

Section V.  VACANCIES



If any vacancy shall occur in any offices of the club, a successor shall be elected at the first regular meeting.  The Board of Directors has the right to vacate a post upon verbal or written notification from the officers, with confirmation.  If a vacancy shall occur in the office of the President, the Vice President will assume the duties of the President and serve out the remaining term of that office.

Section VI.  DUTIES OF THE CLUB OFFICERS

1. All elected officers and board members shall serve a term of two (2) years.

2. All elected officers and board members will perform the duties of their office until a duly appointed or elected replacement is installed.

President

1. The President shall be the chief executive of the club.  

2. The President shall preside over all meetings of the general membership at 
which he/she is present.  

3. The President shall oversee the general and active management of the club   and shall have the authority to see that all orders and resolutions of the   Executive Board are carried out and implemented.  

4. The President is to ensure that the Constitution and bylaws are adhered too. 

5. The President will assume the duties of the Treasurer at regular meetings 

Vice President

1. The Vice President is to be familiar with all current business and activities of the club.

2. The Vice President will preside over all regular meetings and assume the duties of the Treasurer in the absence of the President.

3. The Vice President is responsible for all club equipment and property, its maintenance, storage and disbursement unless the President or Vice President delegates this duty.

4. Vice President serves as chairperson of the membership committee.

5. The outgoing Vice President shall present to the incoming Vice President an inventory of all club equipment and that inventory shall be printed and added as an addendum to the by-laws.  Any shortages from the previous year shall be accounted for and any additions noted.

6. A bi-annual report shall be given to the Treasurer of all assets in June and December.

President/ Vice President Treasurer Duties

1. The President/ Vice President shall have the custody of the club funds and securities and shall keep full and accurate records of receipts and disbursements in books belonging to the club.  

2. The President/ Vice President shall deposit all monies in the appropriate Cross Flags Corvette Club accounts.

3. The President/ Vice President shall place all legal and valuable effects in the Cross Flags Corvette Club in the club safe deposit box.

4. The President/ Vice President will prepare a list of delinquent members and present at the March regular meeting.

5. The President/ Vice President shall enforce the rules of non-payment of dues. 

6. The President/ Vice President will assume the duties of the Secretary at regular meetings in his/her absence.

7. The President/ Vice President will give a financial report at each meeting.

Secretary

1. The Secretary is responsible to take roll and reading the minutes at all meetings.

2. The Secretary is responsible for maintaining a written record of all-regular, special, and executive board meetings.

3. The Secretary is responsible for sending out meeting and function notices to any other club and to the general membership.

4. The secretary shall have further powers and duties as may be set forth in the Constitution and Bylaw of the organization.

 Executive Board Members

1. The Executive board shall consist of nine (9) voting members.

2. The membership of the board shall be; all duly elected officers, four (4) elected board members, and the outgoing president. (Except in the event of non-active member)

3. The President/Vice-President shall conduct all board meetings.

4. The President/Vice-President shall give a report of the previous board meeting at the next regular club meeting. 

ARTICLE IV

Section I.  
FINANCES
a. The fiscal year shall be January 1 thru December 31.

Section II.
CONTROLLED EXPENSES
a. The Treasurer together with the President shall sign all checks, drafts, or demands for money and notes of the club.  

b. Club funds shall be retained in the checking account except as otherwise approved by the general membership.

Section III.
LEGAL DOCUMENTS

a. The club President and Treasurer will surrender, upon the election and installation of their successor, their post office box keys and make the necessary changes to allow them complete access. 

ARTICLE V

Section I.
EMBLEM
a. The official emblem of the organization shall be the words Cross Flags Corvette Club, Inc. above an oblong circle with Chevrolet Bowtie in the center with “Corvette” inside and a red Chevrolet flag and a black and white checkered flag crossed at the bottom.  The word “CLUB” and “Spartanburg, SC” underneath the circle.  The logo consists of black, white and red colors only.

ARTICLE VI

Section I.
MEETINGS

a. Monthly Meetings
Regular meetings shall be held once a month at a time and location that fits the schedule of members involved and is to be decided by the membership.  Any meeting schedule changes must simply be agreed upon by a majority of the members.

ARTICLE VII

Section I.
Discipline of Membership
a. Members that do not conduct themselves in a manner that is acceptable to the Constitution and Bylaws my be subject to discipline up to and including loss of membership in the club by the President/Vice-President.

b. The disciplining of a member requires a majority vote of the Executive Board and may include:

i. Suspension of membership for a time specified by the executive board.

ii. Loss of membership for a time specified by the executive board.

c. There shall be NO appeal process for disciplinary action.  

d. The Executive Board shall be the sole judge of membership disciplinary action.

ARTICLE VIII
Section I.
AMENDMENTS TO THE BYLAWS
a. These Bylaws may be added to, altered, or rescinded by the presiding officers of the club

ARTICLE IX

Section I.
CONFLICTS
a. All existing Constitutions and Bylaws or part thereof in conflict with this Constitution and Bylaws are hereby annulled and repealed.

ARTICLE  X

Section I.
QUICK DECISIONS
a. Any subject of matter not stipulated in the Bylaws shall be subject to the opinion of the majority of the Executive Board.

ARTICLE XI 

Section I.
VOTING
a. In order for a motion to be voted on, it must be presented by a member and seconded by a member.

b. In order for a motion to be carried, it must be approved by the majority of the members present.

c. The Vice President will conduct the voting.  In event of a tie, the Executive Board shall decide the outcome of the vote.

d. The president or presiding officer may not make or second a motion.

ARTICLE XII

Section I.
PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY
a. The rules contained in the current edition of ROBERTS RULE OF ORDER Newly Revised shall govern the Club in all cases to which they are applicable and in which they are not in conflict or inconsistent with these Bylaws and any special rules of order the club may adopt.
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
